Step 1:
Open the PowerPoint file and go to the slide you wish to add to your movie.  

Step 2:
Under the File menu, select Save As and select jpg format.  Click Save.  Another dialog box will come up and select Current Slide Only.  The slide will now be saved on your hard drive as a jpg file.
Importing Files into FlipShare
Step 1:
Double-click the
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Step 2:

On the Menu Bar of your FlipShare window, click File and select Import….
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Step 3:
A pop-up window will appear informing you that this feature will only import non-Flip files.  Click Continue. 
 

NOTE:  Check the small box if you don’t want the prompt to appear again.
Step 4:
Search through the computer and select the file(s) you want to import.  Click Open.
NOTE:  You can select multiple media files by holding the Ctrl key and clicking on the files.
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If you receive the error message: Sorry, but none of your files can be imported, your media files may have unacceptable properties for FlipShare.  These can be the file format, filename extension, video resolution, dimensions/size, frame rate (frames per second [fps]), or video length.  To proceed, click Close. 
FlipShare ONLY recognizes the following file formats for Windows:          
• .mp4 (MPEG-4) 
• .wmv (Windows Media Video)
• .avi (Audio - Video Interleaved), and
• .jpg for photos
For Macintosh-based computers:
• .mp4 (MPEG-4)
• .mov (QuickTime Movie), and
• .jpg for photos
Double-check that the media files for import have the correct format or extension.  If this type of error occurs, you may need to adjust your media files to acceptable properties, as shown below:
For Videos:
• Files with exact video frame rate of 30, 50 or 60 fps (frames per second). 
• Files with either 640 X 480 or 1280 X 720 video resolution 
• Files with up to 120 minutes video time for 640 X 480 video resolution , and 60 minutes video time for 1280 X 720 video resolution
For Images:
• Files not smaller than 640 X 480 pixels
Make sure that the properties have been thoroughly checked after the necessary adjustments have been made in order to avoid reoccurrence of the same error. 
Step 5:
You will then see the FlipShare is working status on the Progress Box at the bottom left corner of the main FlipShare screen once Importing Files has begun.
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Once the file import is done, you should be able to see a notification to confirm that the files have been saved to Imported Files Folder with the date and time details. 
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You will now be able to apply the editing and sharing features of FlipShare on the files that you imported.
